Registration: On 30.10 at the Bükkfennsík cup, at the finish area, on 31.10 én from 08 till 11 am. at the event centre. Entries during the event shall be accepted only to vacant places and shall be charged with extra fee, because there  will be no possibilities to print extra maps. The rented SI cards will be handed over only on th eday of the event as they will be still in use on the Bükkfennsík cup 
Finish / event centre: 1st day Eger, Northern Sportcenter, entrance from the Malomárok street.
2nd  day  Parádóhuta village, Méhészkert area
How to get there? 
1st day –  from the north,  continue on highway  25 (Rákóczi street)  until the MOL gas station (Kővágó square), turn left on Olasz street,  and after crossing the Eger stream turn right on Malomárok street.
from the south, continue on highway 25 until Kisasszony street, turn right here descending parallel with the viaduct on Malom street, then turn left on Malomárok street. 
You can park beside the sport center. For buses the big parking lot is recommended in front of the hostel accomodation.
2nd  day  –  from Parád turn left towards Parádóhuta, then in the beginning of the village turn left to the summer cottage area. Parking is in this area in the sides of the roads. Parking - Finish distance 300-500m. The route will be marked on both days with flags.

Accomodation: Gym – Balassi Bálint primary school. (Eger, Malomárok street 1)
Dormitory: – Wigner Jenő Technical School (Eger, II. Rákóczi F. street 2) The dormitory fees  to be paid at the accommodation. The accommodations can be occupied from 4pm Saturday.  Both schools are a few minutes walk from the 1st day Finish area and they are next to each other.
Maps: 1st day: corrected in 2004/2005, scale 1:5000/ 2,5m, ISSOM standard map. Size 

31x46 cm. 2nd  day: corrected in 2005, scale 1:10000/5m, size 22 x 33 cm., scale 1:15000/5m, 

size 24 x 33 cm. IOF standard new map.  Maps have to be returned till the 120th minute of 
competition time. Waterproof cover of the map is provided at the start.
Control descriptions: on the map with symbols. Extra control descriptions are provided at 

the start.

Startlists: Complete startlist can be found in the finish areas, and the start places.

Results: The daily and summary results can be viewed during the competition in the finish area continously.

Terrain:
1st  day:

2nd  day: The terrain is robust mountain at some places with a lot of details. Deep valleys, erosions, gullies and rocky areas make runnability harder. Forests are mostly clear, height of the mountains are between 500 and 900 meters. Many stones and rocks can be found in the area and there is active forestry operation due to which smaller non marked paths can be found in the terrain. At the start these places will be marked on a map.
SPORTident: the competition is organized with SPORTident electronic punching system.

In case of failure of the SI box, please use the traditional puncher and inform it at the finish.

Prizes: The first three of each class will be awarded medals and other prizes based on the total result of the two competition days.
Washing/Changing/WC:  Available on the 1st day on the northern part of the sport centre. See the enclosed map! Ont he 2nd day in the finish area only changing tents will be provided and water will be available to wash after the race at the end of the village from a well. Please use the provided mobile toilettes.!

Important information for the first day event:

· On the way to Start1 you will have to cross roads with big traffic, please be careful!.

· At the competition area the traffic is not stopped so please pay attention to the occasional traffic.

· Police will help you with crossing the roads where traffic can be expected.
· Scale of the map is 1:5000 therefore very small items (playground equipment, benches wire-poles etc.) are not marked.
· In addition to the standard light grey markings, for the better visibility the crossings, gateways are marked with purple as well.
· In reality you may find more gateways, however the other end of those may be closed so they are dead ends. Not recommended to use them.

· It is kindly rquested that in the Eger castle all competitors follow the optimal route and not to leave it as the area has a potential for accidents. Most classses will have a route on the castle wall and will touch only areas open for the runners.
· Spike and stud shoes are not allowed, running shoes are recommended.
Others: 
· At the finish buffet is available for the racers refreshments will be provided.. 

· For the children competition you can register at the finish and it is free of charge.

· Please keep your dogs on leash in the finish area! It is forbidden to take dogs with you to the race.

· Dr. Miklós Kincses is the doctor of the competition and he will be in the finish area on both days. 
· All commercial activities at the finish are allowed only with the permission of the organizers.

European Mikrosprint Championships 2005
(not official)
The accompaning event of the 2nd day of the Eger Grand Prix
 Parád
The Mikrosprint goes in the same way as any other orienteering competition, there is 10-20 controls on the course, the main difference is that the winning time is about 2 minutes 30 secondes, and the courses are 300-600m long. There is only two categories, men and women, and only 30 secondes between two runners. The scale of the map is 1:750 - 1: 1000, therefore we use some special map keys the other map key is the regular. Everybody can start in the competition, you don't have to be affraid about that it can be trying, because the controls are so closes in a course that here not the physical skills count.

Date: The first of November, the second day of the Eger Grand Prix, from 10:00- 14:00 

Place: In the finish area of the Eger Grand Prix 

Entries: There is no age limit, everybody can enter! You can enter during the first and second day (until 13:30) of the Eger Grand Prix, because after the entry everybody can start when he wants. Entry fee: 500.- HUF  We give a bulletin for every participants.

Categories: 
Men: estimated winning time: 2:28, 378m, 15m uphill 

Women: estimated winning time 2:19, 322m, 11m uphill 

Event type: The mikrosprint competition takes place during the normal event of the Eger Grand Prix.

There is no start list, everybody can decide when he wants to start. (before or after the normal race) The start cordon takes two parts, and after 30 sec you have to go to the next part, and after 30 sec you start, so there is minimum 30 seconds between two runners. In the start line you have to punch the start box when you start (from that your time is counted)

You have to clear and check before enteering the cordons. There will be loop(s) in the courses (you have to punch a control several times). 

Camera Competition: The competitions area is very little, so the spectators can see everything, and we can film every runner also. 

Wrong controls: There will be several wrong controls, so in addition of the controls of the courses there will be more controls on the terrain which takes the orienteering more difficult.

Map: Made by SDS norm, map scales: 1:750, equidistance: 2,5m

Prices: The first six competitors will be awarded.
